The coefficient of determination r² (r² =  0. 9527;y = 0.1557ln(x) - 0.4437) suggests a positive non-linear relation between genetic diversity (He) and malaria incidence in the Republic of Djibouti. The linear coefficient of determination was lower (r²=0.5047).
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
